Norris Austin has lived in Corolla longer than
any other Corolla resident. He 1s the youngest grandson of William Riley Austin.. William was one
of the lighthouse keepers from 1891 to 1928 when he retired.

Norris’ parents were John W. Austin and Virginia Tillett Austin. His father and he both served as
postmasters of Corolla. John W. was postmaster for 24 years, and Norris served for 33 years before
retiring. John W. and his family regularly went to Corolla Chapel to worship. The original vision
was supposed to be an interdenominational chapel.

SUNSET OVER CURRITUCK SOUND

Once we arrived in Corolla we
were pleasantly surprised by
some of the most spectacular
sunsets that we have ever en-
countered. We've visited a
number of places including the
eastern, western, and southern
Caribbean, but do not recall
seeing anything that approaches
some of the majestic sunsets
over the Currituck sound from
Corolla.

I was curious about what causes
the red sunsets, so of course 1
went to my handy source of
information... the internet.
There I found that the brilliant
red and orange sunsets that I
appreciate so much is due to a
couple of variables:

At sunrise or sunset, sunlight
takes a much longer path
through the atmosphere than
during the middle part of the
day

In the middle of the day, when
the sun is closer to us, more of
the colors higher on the spec-
trum that have a low wavelength
and high frequency makes it to
our eye which gives the sky the
blue appearance.

At sunset the red light particles
entering the atmosphere can
easily weave through the dust

and dirt particles in the air.
However, colors higher on the
spectrum have a low wavelength
and high frequency will often
strike particles and bounce back
nto outer space.

That is about as scientific as I
get. The rest is a mystery to me,
but I sure do enjoy watching a
beautiful red/orange sunset. I
guess it’s the romantic in me.

Enjoying one of our sunsets, I
began to think of Matthew 16: 1-
4 to mind. The scene: Jesus 1s
being tested by some of the
religious leaders (the educated
elite) of His day. They wanted a
sign as proof of the claims that

Jesus had been making. They

wanted Him to prove to them
that He was the promised Mes-
siah. Yet He had already pre-
sented more than sufficient signs
to enliven their faith. Obviously
disappointed in their stubborn
hearts, He scolded them for
being able to read signs and
patterns in nature, but being
unable (or better unwilling) to
“discern the signs of the times”.

The ancients recognized certain
signs of fair and foul weather (as
do we), but just could not accept
the miraculous signs from Jesus
that they had observed. Jesus
