Some of those references are really to the vultures indigenous to the area
and some to eagles. Although Palestine does not have Bald Eagles, they do
have a few other equally impressive species; (1) the golden eagle, (2) the
spotted eagle, (3) imperial eagle (4) the most common, short-toed eagle -
Circaetos galli.

Isaiah 40:29-31 says:

He gives power to the weak, anosiwho have might he increases strength. E
the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall, but
wait on the Lord shall rethewstrength; they shall mount up with wings like eagles,
they shall run and not be weary, they shall walk and not faint. (NKJV)

The simile is intended to communicate something important to us. In fact, something life altering, if we
catch the truth of it. God is using the natural example of the strength of a powerful animal to tell us some-
thing. It is this, that while the strength of some may be diminished or fail, God promises rejuvenate and revi-
talize some of them.

It should be noted that the promise is not to everyone who has grown weary and whose strength has failed.
But those who subsequently wait upon the Lord. Waiting upon the Lord is not being passive or doing noth-
ing. Waiting upon the Lord means that we diligently seek and draw close to Him. He will not disappoint.

Those who wait upon Him will gain renewed strength, power to soar above. Like the eagle, they too will gain
a unique perspective on the happenings below. The higher they go (closer they get to God), the better their
vantage point. The closer they draw to God, the more they can appreciate things from His perspective.

Isaiah 40 was originally written to the Jews in captivity in Babylon to encourage them to put their trust in
God. As theologian Albert Barnes put it,
